Mathematics Investigate doubling. Introduce as twins needing the same as each other – 

need double of everything…

Design 

Further space art work as suggested in child initiated planning. Plan and 

make Junk model rockets with friends. 

Understanding the 

World 

IT: Mash Cam insert your photo so you are the astronaut and write a 

sentence about where you are going  

What do you wonder about space? Record your question on a bubble and 

help the class research the answer 

Please support your child by practising the sounds in their phonics book, their blending cards and helping 

them to explore and read their school reading book every day for 5-10 minutes using the guide in their 

Reading communication diary. 

You can also help your child with their learning this week by…… encouraging them to think of their own 

questions about space “What do you wonder about space?”. See if you can find the answer eg. From 

book, internet etc. Bring it to school and share your new learning with us.  

Parent and child challenge for the term! 

Can you help your child to … find ways to melt an ice cube. Test how long it takes to melt in a dish 

indoors. Then find some ways to make it melt faster. Can your child think of a way to record the 

results? Please do send in/email some photos of your child’s ideas and their results. Have fun!
