It is
important they understand the meanings of unfamiliar words and that you ask them lots of guestions such
as:

What has happened in previous pages?
What might happen next?



What makes you think that that might happen?
Can you spot any noun phrases?

Is that a good sentence opener? Can you think of a better one?
Non-Fiction — Tell me a fact you've learnt from this page / book and discussing the importance and relevance

of the glossary, index and contents page.

Remember, common exception words and past spellings (weekly spellings) are really useful to know. Look in
the centre of the reading record and you will find a list of homophones as well as other useful learning aids.
