You can support your child by encouraging them to read at home every night. Little and often is best. It is
important that you ask them lots of questions such as:

- What is happening? Talk about what has happened on each page.

e - What does that word mean? Discuss the meaning of unfamiliar words. e
e - Can you think of a similar word to big? Use a thesaurus to find a synonym e.g. huge. e
P - What do you think will happen next? Why do you think that? Ask children to make predictions and explain e
I their thoughts. <
w - How do you think the characters are feeling? What has made them feel that way? Discuss the character’s w
P feelings. b
e - Where is this story set? Have you read another story with the same setting? For example ‘We’re going on pAd
w a bear hunt’ by Michael Rosen and ‘The Gruffalo’ by Julia Donaldson are both set in the woods. w
W - Which type of book is this? Fact or fiction? Is this book a story book or a Non-fiction book? How do you W
pAg know? pAY
W - Non-Fiction — Tell me a fact you’ve learnt from this page / book. Discuss the importance and relevance of W
W the glossary, index and contents page. W
w Ways to encourage reading with your children. pAY
o - Be seen — Make sure you are seen reading. Keep books and magazines handy so that you can be seen o
e enjoying reading. e
L - Make time — Have a special place or a special time when you read together. L
S - Get out — Go to your local library and find books you loved to read as a child. Lo
" - Make it fun — Enjoy reading together. Give characters funny voices. "
